In the Women's U14 4x100m Relay final, junior Alana Toso, anchored the team capably, holding off
a late challenge to cross the line irsfiplace. DVAC sprints coach, Chris Brennan, coached both
relay teams.

In all, the Diamond Valley Athletic Club had twelve juniors compete at the 2011 Australian Junior
Championships!
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Monica Brennan has gained selection for this year's IAAF Worli
Youth Championships in Lille, France later this year. Monica
posted her second sub 24.2 second qualifying time (24.16) whe
she won her heat of the Women's Under 18 200m at the 2011
Australian Junior Championships at Sydney Olympic Park. A w
earlier, she hacecorded a run of 24.04 in winning the Victorian
Open Women's 200m.

Monica was also a member of the Victorian Women's U18 4x1( \
Relay team that won gold in a time of 46.73.

The Valleybds old boys brough
Vic Masters M50 Rela Championships in the 4x100m, 4x400m
and 4x1500m.

Ashleigh Hamilton added to impressive tally of wins at Championship level by winning tlozisfict
Open Women's Heptathlon Championship for the second year running (4,675). She added to her
medal tally by winning the silver medal in the Open Women's 100m Hurdles. Amy Murray had her
best ever result in the Heptathlon, scoring 4104 points to wibrtdmze medal for the State title.

Victorian Youth & U20 Track & Field Championships. Five of the Valle
juniors were able to medal: Monica Brennan, Jake Di Palma, Linden
Marsh, Mathew Mineo, Shaun Cooke and Alana Toso.

Chris Armet secured his sixth consecutive State Championship in the
Jump, but at the 2011 IAAF Melbourne Classic two days earlier, he he
